Foods that humans cannot digest in their natural
forms — such as wheat, rice, and potatoes — became staples of our diet, thanks to cooking. Fire not
only changed food’s chemistry, it changed its biology as well. Cooking killed germs and parasites
that infested food. Humans also had a far easier time chewing and digesting old favourites such
as fruits, nuts, insects, and carrion if they were cooked. Whereas chimpanzees spend five hours 2
day chewing raw food, a single hour suffices for people eating cooked food.
